Thursday 25th June (all timings are subject to change) 

• Years 1, 2 & 3 will take part in a carousel of sporting field events in the first half of the morning from 

09:00 – 10:30. 

• Years 4, 5 & 6 will then take part in their carousel of sporting field events in the second half of the 

morning from 10:30 – 12:00. 

• Lunch for all children will be from 12:00 – 13:00. 

• Parents are then invited on to the school site to make their way to the track, which is located 

on the school field, from 13:05 onwards. Entrance to the school is via the main gate closest to 

the office. 

• At 13:20, a ‘Welcome Presentation’ from Mr Seviour as the children make their way onto the track. 

• In the afternoon, Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 will take part in their track events on one half of the 

track from 13:25 – 14:50. 

• Years 3 – 6 will take part in their track events on the other side of the track again from 13:25 – 

14:50. 

• End of day presentation to take place at 14:55 (time allowing). 

• All children return to their classrooms for collection from 15:15.
